Easter is a full two weeks earlier 
this year than last. Why does the date 
wobble around the calendar so? The 
way of calculating the date was set by 
the Emperor Constantine in 325.  

The decision ended a very bitter 
controversy in the church.  

Some people wanted to synchro-
nize the 
Pasch with 
Passover on 
the fourteenth 
day of the 
Jewish month 
Nissan, and 
their oppo-
nents wanted 
it after the 
Passover was 
complete, on the Sunday after the first 
full moon of springtime. The ecclesias-
tical rules do not exactly connect with 
the astronomical rules. The emperor 
squashed the hopes of the quartodeci-
mans, as the fans of 14 Nissan were 
called, and chose Sunday.  

The traditional rule is that Easter 

is the first Sunday after the first eccle-
siastical full moon that occurs on or 
after the vernal equinox, the fourteenth 
day of the new moon, and later than 
March 21. Thus, Easter wobbles be-
tween March 22 and April 25. 

The actual tables and methods for 
computing the date are extraordinarily 
detailed, with subtle variations and 
mind-bending exceptions and charts 
with “golden numbers,” “dominical 
letters,” and “epacts” measuring leap 
years.  

In 1954 and 1962 the ecclesiasti-
cal calculations actually overrode the 
astronomical new moons and bumped 
Easter back a month!  

Today, there is a movement in the 
World Council of Churches 
(Protestants and Orthodox) for all 
Christians to combine their celebra-
tions, based on the star charts for the 
Jerusalem skies.  

The last time all Christians cele-
brated together was at the dawn of the 
millennium in 2001. In principle, the 
Catholic Church is open to an ecu-

menical agreement on a fixed date for 
Easter, but we desire a unanimous de-
cision from the World Council.

EASTER REFLECTION 
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Each year we celebrate a 
ritual that the Church pre-
scribes for use specifically on 
Easter Sunday. At Masses on 
Easter we are called to renew 
our baptismal promises. We 
once again renounce Satan 
and profess our belief in God, 
as well as acknowledge all the 
wonderful works that God has 
done throughout salvation 
history. We do so at this cen-
tral point of the liturgical year 
for one major reason. Once a 
year, after the penitential prac-
tices of Lent, we remember 
that at the moment of our bap-
tism, we were configured to 
Jesus Christ, who lived, died, 
and rose to save the world 
from the power of sin. This 
remembrance of our baptism 

is much more than the kind of 
remembering we do when we 
flip through a family photo 
album or review digital pic-
tures of a recent vacation or 
family event. The remem-
brance we celebrate today 

through the renewal of baptis-
mal promises reminds us that 
we are commissioned to be the 
risen Christ for others here and 
now.  

Through the renewal of 
our baptismal promises, we 

remember that in baptism we 
were joined to Christ’s death 
and resurrection. What we can 
easily forget is that in baptism 
we were also joined to the life 
that Christ lived while on 
earth.  

We need not look too far 
to discover that the Lord Jesus 
came to call sinners to himself 
in order to share with them the 
wonderful gifts of forgiveness 
and salvation. Through our 
own baptism, we are called to 
imitate Christ.  

We are to let people 
know that, in and through Je-
sus Christ, true forgiveness 
and reconciliation are          
possible.
